The members of the John Allen Memorial Library Committee are
PROUD to announce to the members of the Congregation that
MARLENE MOODY, our Head Librarian, has been selected by
the Church and Synagogue Library Association to receive their
national annual award as: Outstanding Congregational Librarian.

Marlene has served as Head Librarian for the past six years and
has worked tirelessly to establish a library that is useful, up-to
-date, attractive, and well-organized for the adult, youth, and
children in our Congregation.

Our Library is a member of the Mile High Chapter of the national
CSLA which has chapters in every state in the nation plus three
foreign countries.

What, you may ask, has she done? Well, here’s a condensed
version of what she has accomplished:

During her six years, she has established a Library Committee
which meets monthly, a cadre of Library Volunteers who help
with a huge variety of Library tasks, an updated collection of almost
three thousand books, CDs, DVDs, videos, magazines, and other
resources, a memorial book, visitors book, thank you letters for
donations, a strong annual fund gathering drive, Library Focus Days,
book sales, a strong liaison with a small church on the Western
Slope who receives books from us, a meeting and conference place
for many committees, clubs, classes, and book studies.

She has developed a Youth Reading Section, a Welcoming Children’s
Section, a UMW Section, and Adult Section. She also has our books
on display in our Narthex, on a revolving Library stand, on a rolling
cart that is taken to our Fellowship Center every Sunday morning,
and individual library resource lists which focus on specific topics
such as Peace with Justice, Environmental Justice, Diversity and
Human Relations, Aging, Parenting, etc.

She has supported the efforts of committee members to establish an
annual Library Summer Party Day, a monthly Senior Game Day in
the Library, a Library Volunteer Luncheon, an AUMC Archives,
an annual Children’s Day in the Library, and a Library “All Stars”
program. A “Get Connected” bulletin board is updated quarterly
listing ALL Church Committees, Chairpersons, and phone numbers
so that Congregation members can become involved in any
committee they choose.

While accomplishing all of this, she has implemented a
computerized database, an Accession List, has been responsible
for all Treasurer duties, processed all new and donated books,
and updated circulation records and statistics on classifications
of books checked out. She has goals and priorities for the
committee, written library annual reports, reports for the Trustees
and Administrative Council, organized annual Inventory and
Weeding projects, drafted the Library Policy & Procedures Manual,
and trained volunteers in their respective tasks! Whew!!!

Marlene has done all of this with humor, kindness, gentleness,
dedication, and determination! We are very proud of Marlene for
being selected for this Well-Deserved Honor. We extend our
heartfelt thanks to her for the distinguished service, exceptional
energy, and ability she has applied to our Library in order to create
this vital resource which supports the mission of our church!

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Better is one hand full of quietness than two
hands full of toil and a chasing after wind.

Ecclesiastes 4:6

Many of us find ourselves living very
busy lives.  We strive to multitask and be
productive.  In a world gone crazy with
busyness, at church we are proud to be
an "active" and busy congregation.  We
have become accomplished at following
Jesus' example of doing mission.  We
offer healing, compassion, ritual, and
education.  Some of us will help people
rebuild homes destroyed by hurricanes
or tornados.  We have to be "busy" to do
those wonderful and generous things.

When I was an active pastor, one day in the
middle of all that "doing mission", I found
myself wanting to stop and just do nothing!
I wanted a Sabbath time out! That was
when my inner critic began to speak. "You
would just be wasting time and there is so
much good for faithful Christians to do!"

Now I have an answer for my critic. "Did
you know that the Chinese pictography for
"busy" is composed of two characters: heart
and killing?  I'm doing violence to myself
when I don't make a conscious choice to
rest, play, pray, and just be.  Remember
one of the Ten Commandments instructs
us to, 'Remember the Sabbath'.  Jesus often
withdrew from his busy life of "mission
doing" to go to a quiet place to pray and
just BE. Jesus also invited his disciples to,
'Come away with me and rest, and pray.'
For me Sabbath IS wasting time with God!
So back off and let me find my own ways
of keeping Sabbath!"

A few years ago, I started taking a five
minute, or an hour, a day, or a week
Sabbath. I set my intention to rest, stop

doing, and spend time being with God. The
hardest part is "showing up"!  I have tried
different ways of "showing up" as I honor
the Creator and myself with the gift of
intentional rest or play.

The book, Sabbath: Restoring The Sacred
Rhythm of Rest, by Wayne Muller is a
wonderful resource. Mueller says,
"Remember, the Sabbath is not only for
ourselves; rested and refreshed, we more
generously serve all those who need our
care. The world aches for the generosity
of a well-rested people."

I invite persons wanting a summer filled
with outdoor Sabbaths to experiment
with one or both of the following prayer
exercises suggested in Nancy Corcoran's
book A Multifaith Guide to Creating
Personal Prayer in Your Life:

Go to a beautiful place in nature and find a
comfortable place to sit or lie.  Breathe deeply
and look at the gift of your surroundings.
Let your eyes feast on the wonders you
behold.  As you pray with your eyes, give
yourself over to the moment. (pg. 59)

Find a stone that feels good in your hand
and sit with it for a few minutes, feeling its
weight, its shape, its unique texture.  Is it
rough or smooth?  Cold or warm?  Round
or asymmetrical?  Consider the stone's
history; how long it was in the process
of being formed, where it found its home
in the world.  Then think of the stone as
something that is part of God's creation,
something the world would not be complete
without.  Give thanks to the Creator for the
complexities of the universe-including you!
